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Training Workshops 
Scotland has some of the darkest skies in Western Europe, partly due to large areas of forest and woodland.  We run two types of workshop, at venues throughout Scotland, to inspire and enable you to explore the night sky with children and adults. 
Workshop for teachers (typically 2.5 hours)
This workshop aims to support science education particularly at upper primary and early secondary levels.  You will take home a pack of simple observing activities and be inspired, initially with support if necessary, to:

· Organise night sky observing sessions.

· Use robotic telescopes.

You will:

1. Understand the range of observing techniques, from naked eye to robotic telescopes, and what they offer to science education.

2. Know the main types of object that can be observed.

3. Understand that you need to know the location, size and magnitude of the object and how to determine these.

4. Know how to obtain images with robotic telescopes.

5. Have discussed effective learning and teaching methods for observing activities.

6. Have discussed how to involve parents and the community in observing activities.

7. Have met local astronomers who can help with these activities.

Workshop for rangers, community groups, tourism businesses (typically 1.5 hours)

This similar workshop is for people working in informal education, recreation and tourism.  It focuses on how to organise night sky observing sessions for families (it does not include an introduction to robotic telescopes or teaching activities). Again, you will take home a pack of simple observing activities – and be inspired to make the most of the night sky!
